DANIEL’S DISH

A few years ago, I opened my own version 
of a New York takeout shop on Manhat-
tan’s Upper West Side. Along with French 
pastries, charcuterie, and gourmet pantry 
items, Épicerie Boulud features seasonal sal-
ads, which we call Vegetables du Jour. They 
incorporate fresh, local ingredients and are 
highly popular items. 

When I created this Mediterranean-
inspired salad last winter, I was thinking 
ahead to some of the fi rst tender vegetables 
to appear in the market—spring peas. The 
recipe includes cooked sugar snaps, shelled 
English peas, and sliced raw snow peas, as 
well as toasted wheat berries, mint, arugula, 
radishes, and preserved lemon rind. Contrast 
is the key to a great salad, and this one has 
a balance of fresh and cooked ingredients, 
crunchy and soft elements. A crostini topped 
with burrata cheese—a decadent combina-
tion of mozzarella and ricotta—adds yet 
another texture: creaminess. Cumin-roasted 
carrots bring an exotic accent to the meal. I 
could imagine serving this salad as a main 
course for lunch, or as an accompaniment to 
grilled meat or roast chicken. With its fresh 
and bright spring fl avors, it would make the 
perfect meal for the season’s fi rst alfresco 
picnic—weather permitting, bien sûr.

SPRING PEA AND WHEAT BERRY 
SALAD WITH ROASTED CARROTS 
AND BURRATA CROSTINI

Serves 10

Spring Pea Salad & Burrata Crostini

 1⁄2 lb. snow peas, trimmed

 1 lb. sugar snap peas, trimmed 

 3⁄4 lb. fresh shelled peas 
(2 lbs. in the pod)

  1 large French baguette

 1⁄2 cup plus 3 T extra-virgin olive oil

 10 oz. fresh burrata cheese

 3 T freshly chopped mint

 2 lemons

 1 T Dijon mustard

 1⁄4 cup chopped preserved lemon rind

 4 cups arugula

 1 bunch red radishes, trimmed and thinly sliced

  Salt and freshly ground pepper
